Award amount: Up to 90% tuition waiver; renewable for 4 years

Criteria

Applicants for the International Transfer Scholarship in Social Sciences must:

- Apply for admission to the BA in Economics, Politics and Social Thought program as a transfer
student

- Demonstrate an exceptional record of academic and extracurricular interest in the politics or
economics

- Intend to continue their study of these fields as part of their liberal arts education at Bard
College Berlin

- Demonstrate financial need

The scholarship is renewable contingent on the recipient’s maintenance of a B average or better.
